Ann an 1971, dh’fhosgail Starbucks a’ chiad bhuth aca ann an Seattle. Bha stiuiriche

a’ chompanaidh, Howard Schultz, airson cultar cafaidh Eadailteach a thoirt dha na Staitean
Aonaichte, le deochan cumanta ann an stoidhle Eorpach leithid espresso agus cappuccino.
Ann an 2008 bha 29,324 Starbucks air feadh an t-saoghail le timcheall air leth dhiubh anns na
Staitean Aonaichte.

Tha buaidh mhor chultarach aig taighean-cofaidh anns na laithean seo. A réir an soiseo-
eolaiche Ray Oldenburg, tha buthan is taighean-cofaidh mar sheorsa de ‘treas aite’ —
suidheachadh soisealta cudromach taobh a-muigh na dachaigh no obair. ’S e an ‘treas aite’,
aite fosgailte far am faod a h-uile duine coinneachadh.

Ann am ‘Friends’, b’ e Central Perk an taigh-cofaidh agus bhiodh na caractaran
a’ cosg @’ mhor-chuid den uine aca ann. Bha Central Perk cho ainmeil ’s gun do dh’ fhosgail
Warner Brothers airson mios ‘pop-up’ coltach ris an taigh-cofaidh ainmeil ann an 2014, deich
bliadhna as deidh dhan phrogram tighinn gu crich. Tha a’ bhuaidh aig a’ phrogram ‘Friends’ ri
fhaicinn anns an doigh a bhios sinn a’ frithealadh chafaidhean agus taighean-cofaidh
an-diugh. Rinn cafaidhean neo-eisimeileach $12 billean ann an 2017, a’ sealltainn gu bheil
sinn &’ cosg torr airgid agus torr Uine annta.

Ged a tha daoine measail air cafaidhean agus taighean-cofaidh mar aite coinneachaidh, tha
a’ mhor-chuid de na prothaidean aca a’ tighinn bhon chofaidh a tha luchd-ceannach a’ toirt
air falbh leotha. Ann an 2016, bha corr is 6 millean ordugh cofaidh airson a thoirt air falbh
a’ dol tro app Starbucks gach mios. Tha daoine ag iarraidh seirbheis luath eifeachdach agus
bidh seo @’ meudachadh phrothaidean cuideachd.

Thuirt lain MacFhionghain, ‘Bidh mise a’ ceannach cupa cofaidh cha mhor a h-uile latha air
an t-slighe dhan oifis. Chan eil e a’ cosg ach da not.”’S e sin deich not gach seachdain,
