To deliver key service delivery information to teams to meet organisational policies and procedures.
[bookmark: _Hlk163124330]Sufficiency of evidence
There must be sufficient evidence to ensure that the candidate can consistently achieve the required standard over a period of time in the workplace or approved realistic working environment.

Performance criteria (What you must do)
There must be evidence for all PCs (ie: 1-8).
The assessor must assess the majority of the PCs by directly observing the candidate’s work.
Informing team members of service briefing times and locations in line with organisational policies and procedures.
Gathering key information specific to services in line with organisational policies and procedures.
Preparing key information specific to services in line with organisational policies and procedures.
Checking attendance to ensure all relevant team members are present at service briefings in line with organisational staffing schedules.
Carrying out service briefings and communicating associated key information to team members in line with organisational policies and procedures.
Responding to questions from team members to clarify service briefing information in line with organisational policies and procedures.
Clarifying team members understanding of service briefings in line with organisational policies and procedures.
Closing service briefings professionally and with encouragement to team members in line with organisational policies and procedures.
